Augustus Mason Helmintoller

Mason was an active member of Mensa International, WVU Alumni Association, 

and the Southwestern Writers Association who published several of his personal 

essays. He enjoyed bicycling, sailing, playing bridge, doing crossword puzzles, 

reading and writing, traveling, French as a second language, and spending time 

with his family whom he adored. In his later life he participated in ballroom 

dancing and was the president of his local dance club in Sun City for many years.
